‘offer'. It should give teachers a flavour of what children 
might experience when they visit or work with you, and 
include some sort of physical or practical element. For 
example: a terrarium of Newts, objects to handle, costumes 
to wear, maps to explore, viewing plankton under 
microscopes, etc. 
 

The cost to providers is dependent on if you are an individual 
or a large-scale organization. Some providers may be invited 
to give talks to schools by the organiser, but speakers cannot 
also have stands.
